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On installation of the Forge Big Brake kits or disc / rotor replacement 


Occasionally we are contacted by customers with issues arising after the fitment of a Forge Big Brake kit (BBK). Unfortunately, after investigation, on nearly every occasion, the problem lies with incorrect fitment.

It is well known in the brake manufacturing industry that its crucial when fitting new discs (or rotors) that accurate fitment, mounting, and the checking of run out on the discs is imperative to ensure a safe and correct function. 
However despite this information and many warnings we find our recommendations continually ignored by both professional technicians and individuals with the discs fitted, without the checking of run out.

What happens then? 
Well at around 3000 – 6000 miles the poor fitting causes brake vibration and the warping of the discs or rotors, which is then not covered by our Forge warranty.

At this stage there is only one solution and that is to thoroughly clean the mounting faces and flanges,  to have the discs /  rotors machined / turned or totally replaced and then also check that there is  zero run out before refitting and returning the vehicle back to the road .

Forge Motorsport or its resellers will not offer any warranty or replacement if brake vibration, abnormal pad wear, caused by uneven discs which has resulted after poor and incorrect installation.

We recommend that a trained competent professional with a good knowledge of brakes, braking and its function carries out the installation of the Forge BBK.

This will not only avoid future issues and disappointment, but could save a life!
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
